TOUR ITINERARY

Sat 4th June

Depart New Zealand

Sun 5% June Dubai

Arrive in Dubai early morning with time to
relax, have a swim in the hotel pool, then
meet for lunch. Visit Dubai museum then
head info desert visiting a Falcon Centre,
watch the red sunset from the sand
dunes. Spend the evening in a
fraditional Middle Eastern Souk/Market
with  galleries, carpets, books and
numerous waterfront dining options. (L)

Mon 6t June Tanzania 8 Arusha

Mid morning flight to Kenya. Driving
across the dry Athi plains to the colourful
Namanga border into Tanzania. As the
sun sets we pass through the wide
Maasailands with long trails of cattle
making their way back to the Bomas.
Giraffe and zebra are in this area.
Evening arrival to  Arusha  Hotel
accommodation surrounded with large
gardens. (B,D)
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Tues 7t June

Tarangire NP

Last opportunity for banks, shopping for
personal items. We depart from Hotel
10.am. The landscape changes
throughout the ftwo hour drive fo
Tarangire. Stopping aft the weekly
Maasai Cattle market in  Meserani,
begins your introduction tfo the
sustainable caftle breeds for this arid
region. Opftional evening game drives or
settle into the Permanent Tented Camp
high on an escarpment overlooking the
river. T ar an g240,000 8gs km are noted
for baobab frees and elephants. Its
swamp area atfracts an amazing birdlife
(550 species recorded) and migratory
wildebeest, zebra, giraffe, impala our
camp is visited regularly at night as the
elephants like to strip the bark from the
Baobab tees. (B,L.D)

Wed 8" June Lake Manyara NP

Optional game-drive before breakfast.
Mid-morning fravel fo the smaller Lake
Manyara Park for game viewing & a
picnic lunch by the soda lake near the
hippos and flamingos. Drive up the Great
Rift Valley escarpment onto the Mbulu
plains of wheat & maize info the
Ngorongoro Conservation Area to the
Tented Lodge.

Perched at 1700m overlooking local
villages and terraced fields of corn and
beans and the beginning of the Forest it
will be cool tonight. Take a walk into a
local village. (B.L,D)

Thurs 9t June Serengeti

A spectacular once in a lifetime memory
is sunrise over Mt Kilimanjaro which can
be seen from the terrace. Drive along
the rim of the Crater through lichen
covered trees out onto the dry plains to
Nabi Hill gate, the entrance to the
Serengeti. A picnic lunch with a
welcome from the Rock Hyrax and
Superb starlings. Look for the colourful
agamas when you walk to the lookout to
view the vast Serengeti plains. Thorn trees
and wide savannahs your environment
for the next three days. It is a long, often
dusty drive out, but made remarkable
when viewing game all day, beginning
wi t h herds of
Thompsonds gazell es.
wildebeest are likely to be beginning to
gather for the migration

We are staying in a wonderful luxury
tfented camp tonight and tomorrow.
(B,L.D)

Fri 10t June Serengeti

The Serengeti is vast and during the
Migration it becomes a landscape of
moving animals across the wide horizon.
Depending on the rains, by June they
should be gathering info their enormous
herds before they start their long annual
frek. Take an early morning game drive,
the ongoing spectacle of predator
versus prey continues daily then return for
a leisurely breakfast. Relax around the
camp then mid afternoon visit the
Wildlife Centre before driving to a
selected site to have a Bush Dinner.

Sat 11t June

Serengeti

After breakfast we continue our game

safari as we cross the Serengeti taking a

lunchtime detour to Olduvai Gorge

where the Leakeyds fi
of Mankind  Tonight the Lodge has a

stunning view of the Ngorongoro Crater

1000m below. (B,L,D)

Sun 12t June The Crater

Down fo the Cratfer floor, a natural
amphitheatfre covering 259 sgkm. with
diameter approx 19km. The jade
coloured soda lake, Magadi is home to
thousands of birds

el ega

The flamingos are spectacular in flight
against the bluish crater walls. This lake is
also essential to the Maasai who bring
their cattle down from the rim each day
The rich pastures in the Crater support
the Maasai lifestyles plus the
concentration of 30,000 large animals.
Over 100 bird species not found in the
Serengeti can be found  here.

Accommodation is a Farm house style
Lodge surrounded by a coffee estate.
(B,L.D)

Mon. 13t June Monduli Arusha

Our wildlife safari behind us we stop at a
local market, visit a Maasai school in
Monduli, see what has been achieved
with a helping hand from NZ before we
return to our original accommodation in
Arusha. (B,L,D)

Tues 14" June Rural Community

Development Project

A morning drive out to Olkokola fo visit a
Maasai Community who are adapting
from nomadic lifestyles. Sue has been
involved with this group since 1995 it is
not a tourist area, but we will be warmly
welcomed guests and able to visit their
homes.

Later we call by the market noted for its
herbal cures & colourful  Maasai
materials. Those who wish can walk over
the gentle downs of Mt Meru giving you
an insight fo the mountain framing
lifestyles (about 2 hours back fo town).

Wed 15t June Farm Visits
Usa River Area

Along the southern slopes of Mt Meru
through bananas coffee up fo Momella
to meet with a NZer working with the
farming Community. He will be able to
show us the results of his trials with beans,
maize, beef and dairy. Swap farming
ideas and stories while we join in a local
lunch . Tonight in Moshi at the foot of Mt.
Kilimanjaro. (B,L,D)




Thurs 16t June Kilimanjaro & Lushoto

Our journey fo the coast passes through
arid areas of giant  euphorbia
candelabra and acacia, flanked on the
East by the Pare Mountains and West the
wide Simanijiro Plains. As we approach
the Usambara mountains the
environment changes especially as we
climb up to the mountain town of
Lushoto, a very fertle area producing
fruit and vegetables. Optional walk to
the rim of the escarpment early evening
to view the setting sun across the Maasai
Steppe 1000m below. (B,L,D)
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Rain Forest - Amani

Fri 17th June

After driving through the rainforest
(home of the Africa violet) we visit a Tea
Estate, and Amani Botanical Gardens
once the biggest plant collection in
Africa now being restored and used as a
fraining centre for indigenous plantings,
Visit a butterfly farm in the forested
hillsides then  continue to Tanga a
coastal town, once a busy dhow port
supporfing the once thriving Sisal
industry.  Join in a traditional board
game of Bao in the evening. (B.L.D)

Sat 18 June Sisal Estates - Bagamoyo

The air is now warmer and at this fime of
the year only a liffle humid, the foliage
becomes tropical. Visit Sisal estate. We
leave the tar-sealed road with a stop at
a small vilage dependant on small scale
pineapple farming.

This short cut gets us mid afternoon into
Bagamoyo the historic holding depot for
slaves brought from the interior. Take a
stroll around Bagamoyo, the ancient
fortified area still stands where slaves
were kept before being led through the
undersea tunnel to the waiting dhows.
Our accommodation is right on the
beach, waftch the many fishing dhows
return at sunset, walk fo the nearby
sculpture /carving centre You have
miles of beach to stretch your legs,
watch the local activities ,or swim. (B,L,D)

Sun. 19t June Zanzibar (B)

Rise early before breakfast and help the
local women pull in the wide nets then
watch them sort the fish to sell on the
beach. .After breakfast we drive through
cashew, banana, kapok, mango, rice,
and coconut farming areas stopping at
the medieval Kaole Ruins built in 34 and
4t centuries. We also stop at the Mkonde
carvers dthese men use an entire trunk to

create numerous detailed figures often
to portray an event or story. Ariving at
the port of Dar es Salaam early
afternoon to catch the ferry to Zanzibar.
Hotel accommodation tonight and
tomorrow is in centre of ancient Stone
Town, explore the maze of cobbled
streets, carved doors and shopping

opportunities. Tonight walk to the beach.
(B)

Mon. 20t June Stone Town

Zanzibar where time moves slower, you
are woken by the muezzin call to prayer.
Stone Town with its history of Sultans,
Slaves and Spices and the distinctive
Taarab music. In local open transport we
visit the fantastic Fish market before
going out to the spice farms; see vanilla,
allspice, nutmeg, cocoaq, ginger, pepper
vines, and of course cloves, taste local
fruits then enjoy a Zanzibarian lunch.
Return to Stone Town to wander at
leisure through the cobbled streets
where the giant Zanzibarian carved
doors open to enficing shops and
homes. The House of Wonders, the Slave
Market, Museum all  within  walking
distance  Watch the local activities in
the Dhow harbor or swim in hotel pool.
(B.L)

The Beach

Tues. 21st June
Morning departure driving along the
coastal road to the beach staying at
beach cottages. The time is your own for
today and fomorrow with numerous
options. It is warm enough to swim, deep
sea fishing available, and some water

sports.  Able to source meals at
accommodation or walk 20mins along
the beach to further options. (B)

Wed 22" June The Beach
Walk along and watch canoe carving
with adzes, snorkel in the clear waters,
and help with local fishing take a beach
massage lie in the warm sand. Relax. (B)

Thurs 239 June Jozani Forest
and Mangroves
Depart from the beach and drive
through the centre of Zanzibar Island
down to the Jozani Forest where the red
Colobus monkeys are often seen and
walk through the eco system of the
mangroves before returning to catch our
flight to the Mainland. Arriving in Dar es
Salaam we drive along the peninsula to
our cliff top hotel. (B,D)

Fri. 24t June Home ward Bound
Mid morning take our bus fo the Tinga
Tinga artists, a distinctive Tanzania art
style, visit the Slipway for that last minute
shopping. Depart for the airport early
afternoon for your Emirates flight fo
Dubai* and back home to NZ on the 26,
